High School 
Goals:
u Goal one is to graduate.

u Check into PowerSchool to monitor 
progress

u Have a MYPASS account made online 
to monitor credits and progress towards 
graduation

u Goal two : plan for post secondary 
schooling and the world of work.

u You WILL require specific courses for 
post-secondary and it is important to 
begin thinking about what you would 
like to do after high school



Credits u You earn credits in a course if you have a final course 
mark of 50% or higher and can move on to the next 
course in a sequence.

u The minimum credits needed for an Alberta High 
School Diploma are 100 credits.

u Most students earn more than the minimum to meet 
post-secondary education or career requirements

u Grade 10 – 40 credits
u Grade 11- 40 credits

u Grade 12- 30 credits
u Total= ideally 110

u 100 credits – what is a credit? 25 hours of work.
u Minimum courses needed:

u English 10, 20 and 30.

u Social Studies 10, 20 and 30.

u Science 10 and 20

u Math 10 and 20

u Calm 20

u PE 10 (3 credit or 5)

u 10 credits in CTS or Fine Arts or a second 
language or PE 20/30

u Any other 30 level course (such as an option)

u Taking humanities will not impact university 
applications, as students will still have a 
separate ELA and Social Studies entry in 
Powerschool and Alberta Education  -
Universities would still see separate marks for 
both.
